Information Object Class Definitions

5.3.1
Subscriber

5.3.1.1 
Definition

This object class represents an entity (associated with one or more users) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, to register a user or a list of users authorized to enjoy these services, and also to set the limits relative to the use that associated users make of these services.
5.3.2
User

5.3.2.1 
Definition

This object class represents an entity, not part of the 3GPP System, which uses 3GPP System services. Example: a person using a 3GPP System mobile station as a portable telephone.  A user has access to one or more devices and has identities, preferences, location, and privileges.
5.3.3
EndDevice

5.3.3.1 
Definition

This object class represents a composite of hardware and software that implements service terminal functions and that the user operates in order to get access to telecommunication services.

Service Profile

Definition

This object class represents a service specific subscription profile component.  It is the data characterizing a service within a telecommunication managed network assigned to a user.
