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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 would like to inform Broadband Forum Broadband Home WG that we are starting on the Home eNodeB (HeNB) data model definition work. This is a part of the Release 9 HNB/HeNB Type 1 Interface work item and is specific to the HeNB.  Because the existing TR-196 FAP data model document [1] covers Release 8 Home NodeB (HNB), HeNB data model will be an additional coverage from the existing TR-196. Our goal is to define the HeNB data model parameters within SA5 and then submit to BBF for publication based on BBF’s review/approval process.  We anticipate to align the completion of this work with the overall Release 9 schedule which is end of this year.
To this end, SA5 would like to invite BBF Broadband Home WG to a series of regularly scheduled joint meetings between the two groups.  SA5 considers bi-weekly conference calls would be appropriate but subject for mutual agreement and future review based on the progress.  SA5 believes a series of focused discussions on technical aspects will ensure the HeNB data model to reflect the common views and agreements between the two groups.
