Subject: Response to 3GPP SA5 liaison to Broadband Forum September, 2009 meeting, re. “Home NodeB and LTE Home eNodeB OAM&P Type 1 Interface.”
Dear Christian,

The Broadband Forum BroadbandHome working group has discussed the 3GPP SA5 liaison concerning “3G Home NodeB and LTE Home eNodeB OAM&P Type 1 Interface” (bbf2009.852.00 and 3GPP SA5 S5-093526).  The Broadband Forum has been asked to comment specifically on the following:
· “BBF’s availability for the regular meeting (i.e. conference calls)”:


Response:  BroadbandHome is amenable to holding a series of joint conference calls to progress the HNB and HeNB work for the next amendment of TR-196.  Due to the extremely high workload in BroadbandHome, we would not like to commit to a bi-weekly schedule until it becomes clear that this frequency is absolutely necessary.  We would propose to start with monthly calls and add ad hoc calls as needed to progress the work in a satisfactory manner.


· “Considerations on the logistical aspect of this regular meetings (e.g. point-of-contact, etc.)”:


Response:  Assuming that it is agreeable with 3GPP SA5, we would propose that Taka Yoshizawa serve as the liaison contact between BroadbandHome and SA5 for the purpose of scheduling calls, to chair the calls, and to set the agenda for the calls.  For lack of ambiguity, we would also propose that the calls be held as Broadband Forum calls from a procedural point of view.  This process was highly successful when the joint calls were held during the creation of TR-196.


· “Any other aspects that BBF considers useful for the productive collaboration between the two groups”:


Response:  3GPP SA5 has also noted, “Our goal is to define the HeNB data model parameters within SA5 and then submit to BBF for publication based on BBF’s review/approval process.”  BroadbandHome is in agreement with this proposed mode of cooperation.


Regarding the schedule for the completion of this work, 3GPP SA5 has stated, “We anticipate to align the completion of this work with the overall Release 9 schedule which is end of this year.”  BroadbandHome is assuming that this means 3GPP SA5 will bring contributions that propose complete draft text for the new amendment of TR-196 by the end of 2009, and not that the document will be published by the Broadband Forum in that timeframe (which would not be practically possible).  Working under that assumption, we will take the necessary steps to initiate this work item and we will develop a proposed workplan for the straw and final balloting of the new amendment of TR-196.



BroadbandHome looks forward to continuing our highly successful collaboration with 3GPP SA5 to complete our portion of the work for the new HNB and HeNB OAM&P features in the most timely manner possible.  Until we hear otherwise, we will assume that Taka Yoshizawa will serve as the liaison for planning purposes, and we will continue to work offline to prepare for the anticipated workload.
