Rationale
As it is indicated in [1] in 7.4.1 Use case eNodeB Overlaid the radio part of eNB radio part is checked and if confirmed, the radio part is switched off. Alternatively the eNB could be set in StandBy Mode. During the process of switching off the radio part or setting the eNB in StandBy mode the eNB may generate (minor) alarms. If for example during the night hours (indicated in [1] Figure 4.2.2)   75% of the sites (indicated in [1] Figure 4.2.1) are “turned off” this may cause an alarm flood at the NMS. To prevent the alarm flood and at the same time to retain operator’s efficiency it is important that those alarms are indicated, that have been caused due to energy savings purposes and  are suppressed.

REQ_ESM_CON_002 The IRPManager shall be able to configure energy saving function related parameters.

REQ_ESM_CON_003 The IRPManager shall be able to monitor the performance of the energy savings function.

REQ_ ESM_CON_004  The IRPAgent shall indicate to the IRPManager those alarms caused due to the ESM process activation.

REQ_ ESM_CON_005  The IRPAgent shall be able to suppress those alarms caused due to the ESM process activation, if so defined by the IRP Manager.
