Qos Change Indication procedure
The OCS online charging function may use this procedure during FBC for triggering QoS Change within an IP-CAN session in the Network. 

For a given service usage identified by a rating group involved in a credit control procedure, the OCS may decide, from internal reasons which are outside the scope of the present document, to allow service continuation but with a different QoS. In this case, the standard mechanism described in RFC 4006 [402] for service termination is replaced by this “Qos Change Indication” procedure described hereafter:
The OCS indicates to the PCEF, the “Qos level Change” action to be performed when the associated quota is consumed, and provides the next “Qos level” to be applied at service level: it sends at MSCC level, in the Diameter Credit Control Credit-Control-Answer message, the dedicated 3GPP-Final-Unit-Indication AVP. In this case the Final-Unit-Indication AVP shall be omitted.
In case the OCS indicates this “Qos level Change” action without granting quota (no associated Granted-Service-Unit AVP), the PCEF should perform the action immediately.  
When no more quota is available for the service, the PCEF, based on the received “Qos level Change” action from the OCS included in the 3GPP-Final-Unit-Indication AVP, performs the dedicated termination action for the corresponding service: the PCEF triggers new PCC Rule(s) determination based on “Qos level” information provided by the OCS. These new PCC Rule(s) may be predefined or dynamically provided as specified in TS 23.203 [72].
Editor’s note: the dedicated termination action resulting from this “Qos Change indication” mechanism has also to be defined on Gx   
As a result, the new PCC rule(s) become active in the PCEF, and standard procedures apply. 
The “Qos level” information is an operator configurable identifier string, and contains a high level representation of the QoS. It serves as an input for PCC decision which is expected to derive accurate QoS Network parameters.
