Session 1: Monday 25th January 09:00 – 10:30

Introduction session for attendees.

This session was lead by Marie Murphy on behalf of the TM Forum due to the last minute unavailability of Amr Elkady. 

We had a general brainstorming discussion about the work of the wireless-wireline team within TM Forum and the relationships with other TM Forum Teams, for instance the Interface Program, Information Framework.

Marie introduced the Operator Requirements document which has been submitted to the TM Forum by Vodafone and T-Mobile Germany. 

Marie explained some of the activities being undertaken in the TM Forum in response to this document. 

The TM Forum position on the document (relevant to this activity) is that these requirements reinforce the need for the 3GPP Liaison work. There is other ongoing work on the document within the TM Forum which may result in requirements being passed onto other TM Forum Teams also. A TM Forum initial response which is staff driven at this stage will be presented at various meetings later this week and the work of this liaison effort is identified as a deliverable in response to some of the operator requirements.

We had a brainstorming discussion about the team goals, a discussion around alignment, harmonisation and what we ultimately aim to achieve and how we migrate there. 

There was no conclusion to the discussion.

Session 2: Monday 25th January 11:00 – 12:30

Nigel Davis presented an overview of the TM Forum resource modeling work.

Life Cycle Compatibility study was carried out about 2 years ago to identify and try to resolve some of the lifecycle change management issues. A Lifecycle Compatibility Technical Report (TR146, Lifecycle Compatibility, Release 1.0) was produced which identifies the issues and some solutions and approaches to addressing these.

RSM tool is used as the modeling tool by all TM Forum members who do modeling work. The license is provided via the TM Forum and can be provided on an as needed basis for this work. Marie will arrange on request.

Action: Marie will investigate if the UML version of MTOSI resource Model is available for download. 

Action: Marie to find out if the SID is published in XML or HTML.

Edwin asked why inheritance is so important for harmonization;

Nigel explained that all we have done is put the MTOSI model into the SID inheritance hierarchy. We want pick up the specification pattern from the SID because our end goal is to build one single information model.

Edwin asked about the differences between this model and the ITU-T model. SD1-18 describes the relationship between PTP, CTP and the layered model – there is an overview slide in the linked presentation from the TM Forum website. SD1-18 can be found in the MTOSI2.0 or the MTNM 3.5 documentation package. 

In MTOSI2.0 SD1-18 can be  found under the General Framework DDP (Path: MTOSI-FMW-2.0.zip\DDPs\Framework\SD ).

Session 3: Monday 25th January 13:30 – 15:00

Nigel’s presentation concluded.
Joerg Schmidt made a presentation on 3GPP and we had some related discussions on topics such as:

The reference model applied w/ SOA in 3GPP R9, including supporting SOAP SS definitions which should be aligned w/ TMF TIP.

The methodology aspects require more detailed comparison between the two organizations, to identify commonalities (even if named differently), and differences (even if appear to be similar).

The separation of IS and SS level as well as Interface and model are essential to 3GPP since early on - in addition 3GPP's experience is that generic interfaces serve most (if not all) of its needs.

On NRM's, Generic NRM IRP & Inventory NRM IRP are already included into the comparison - while Transport Network NRM IRP & Signalling Transport NW IF NRM IRP may have to be considered as well.

It should be noted that the current 3GPP Study draft on FM does not yet cover Notification IRP & Generic IRP (which are both required by the Alarm IRP) - have to be added.

Some of the discussion around naming will be taken offline between Nigel and Edwin.

32.154 Comment: Note there were Release10 work items identified last week to look at versioning. 

Nigel indicated there might be some common pain points between this and some work ongoing in TM Forum. It could be worth doing some exchange on this as we progress the liaison work.
