All attendees introduced themselves and gave an indication of their interest in this work.

Marie introduced the TM Forum drivers for the harmonization effort. This is being driven by service provider operational requirements for next generation mobile networks which are being driven by the service providers with NGMN, 3GPP and the TM Forum. We have identified the need to harmonize some aspects of the TM Forum Interface work with 3GPP in order to meet some of the service provider priorities. As a result we have initiated two liaisons with 3GPP SA5 – this and a resource model harmonization work item also. (TM Forum links: webpage and community)

Christian introduced the SA5 study. There are two approved study items for Fault Management and Resource Management harmonization and these are in process with 3GPP. 3GPP SA5 is also engaging on an ongoing basis with Tm Forum to figure out the best way to organize this work. Thomas pointed out the significance of 32.150 : Integration Reference Point (IRP) Concept and definitions which provides an overview of the IRP concept. 

Marc Presented an overview of the TM Forum RSA teams work. (posted on the TM Forum project workspace). To be distributed with the minutes also.

Notes on presentation: 

There is a harmonisation project underway in the TM Forum Interface Program to harmonise MTOSI and OSS/J interfaces. 

The Interface program is working on a tooling project JOSIF(Joint Open Source Interface Framework) which will provide the ability to generate the interfaces specifications using tooling. A pilot Reference Implementation focused on SPM is due next month.

Next Steps: 

Olaf asked about the plans for a face-to-face meeting at the next SA5 meeting in Xiamen. This is not planned since we felt it was too soon after the team action week meeting. However the service providers are planning to host a face-to-face meeting of 3GPP and TM Forum and NGMN  at the Deutsche Telekom mobile headquarters in Bonn on March 29th and 30th.

Marie and Christian have an action to tie-down the details of the proposed May face-to-face in Montreal. Marie will propose we hold this meeting in the week prior to the SA5 session(May 6&7) and will confirm these dates with Christian as soon as possible. (For those not at Team Action wee we discussed there holding two days of face-to-face meetings in the week prior to or after the May SA5 meeting and also attending the SA5 session where the harmonisation work items are being discussed).
