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Decision/action requested

The group is asked to discuss the proposal for a common definition
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Rationale

The documents [1], [2], [3] contain different definitions for the type of the Home Zone name parameter to be used for access management in the data model:

1. TS 32.582 [1] defines the “Home Zone Name” as a Character string without detailing the length

2. Draft 3GPP TS 32.592 [2] defines the corresponding parameter “HNBName” as UTF-8 string with a length of 48 characters.

3. TR-196 [3] defines the .FAPService.{i}.AccessMgmt parameter as ASCII string with a length of 48 characters.
In order to have a generic entry in the data model a common definition of the parameter is required.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to define the parameter as UTF-8 string with a length of at least 48 characters, which will also enable the display of non-Latin characters on the device (e.g. Chinese characters). This would require an update of the corresponding documents.
