Rationale
Many operators are using more than one RAT. To decrease costs, some equipment can be shared between several RATs. In this case, by the network management system, the operators may want to know:
a) Wether the Managed Object (MO) is shared by several RATs or not and Which RATs does the MO support;

b) Which MOs are included in this RAT, and which MOs are shared by other RATs;

c) Which RATs will be influenced if a MO is modified; 

The generic RAN NRM support the management of one or more radio access technologes (like, Geran/Utran/ E-Utran and etc), so in generic RAN NRM the IRPAgent should have the capability allowing the IRPManager to know the RATs the MOs are serving for.
