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1. Overall Description:

In their LS to SA5 in [1], RAN3 indicated that OAM requirements for SON functions are to be found in [2]. SA5 has discussed the RAN3 OAM requirements for MRO as defined in [2], in particular the OAM requirement for configuration of handover parameter ranges. 
Some companies in SA5 found the RAN3 requirements for configuration of parameter ranges in [2] as unclear for the following reasons:
-       RAN3 did not specify exactly which parameters should be optimized by MRO algorithms in their stage 2 documents;
-       Configuration of parameter ranges/lists can be harmful if the OAM (operator) does not know the details of the MRO algorithm implementation. For example, OAM can unnecessarily restrict the range of parameters in which an algorithm would like to operate in order to meet the targets; and/or parameter ranges/lists could be configured by OAM for parameters that are not optimized by eNB and vice versa.
2. Actions:

SA5 kindly asks RAN3 to:

· Clarify their requirement on the configuration of parameter ranges for MRO with respect to the questions raised above
· Confirm where the RAN3 OAM requirements for SON are documented 
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
