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1. Overall Description

RAN2 would like to thank SA5 for their questions in their LS in R2-101814_ S5-100492. RAN2 has discussed the LS and provides the following responses to the questions in SA5 LS. 
3GPP SA5 would like to have more information from RAN2 on if RRC connection reject message can be caused by different reason? If yes, whether it is possible to differentiate RRC connection reject message caused by load in the current RRC specifications. 
[Answer]: The RRC reject message can be sent for many different reason, e.g. congestion, eNB internal issue, etc.
Currently, there is no cause value in RRC connection reject message as it is not foreseen that the UE does anything other than wait for the reason to disappear. Even if the eNB was to provide a different cause value to UE, RAN2 sees no need that UE differentiates RRC connection reject message caused by load or other reasons. With this analysis, RAN2 sees no need to add causes on the radio interface when there is no specific action of requirement associated to it.
If the current specification can’t support the differentiation, SA5 would like to request RAN2 to provide support for differentiation of RRC connection establishment failures caused by load.
[Answer]: Performance measurements are reported by eNB to the OAM system via management interface. In RAN2 understanding, the RRC connection reject is decided by eNB according to various reasons, and as such the eNB can differentiate these causes by itself without any change in RRC signaling. Therefore the eNB need not use the cause value in RRC connection reject message in TS36.331.
