Rationale

Shadow TS and Super CR handling process is to facilitate the TS updating work where there are big changes on exiting TS. SA5 is targeting to make a simply process to align with existing practices in other WGs. The follows list current processes of shadow TS and super CR in 3GPP SA1/SA2/SA3.

In SA1, there are drafting sessions to handle Shadow TS and Super CR. Under the observation of WI rapporteurs, a drafting session is requested by rapporteurs to be held before ordinary WI meeting if there are numerous CR to be proposed to update specific WI TS. The drafting session is usually one or two hours along. During the drafting session, rapporteurs are responsible to categorize CR into Editorial changes and Technical changes. For Editorial changes, rapporteurs just simply collect agreed moditications into a super CR if there are many normal CRs targeting to update same TS. In order to guarantee all proposals are included in this super CR, rapporteurs use different change marks to identify which modification is proposed by which company. Therefore, the proposed company could easily check with that. Since super CR will include several company proposals with different change marks, so people sometime call this CR as “colourful CR”. For technical changes, rapporteurs will try to get consensus before WI meeting. However, it is usually hard to achieve. So, most techinal changes should be discussed in WI meeting separately. In that case, there are no super CRs for technical changes. After the drafting session, rapporteurs will ask MCC to reserve tdoc number to present super CR in the WI meeting. After SA1 group approval, the super CR will get ready to submit for SA plenary approval.

In SA2, super CR is produced after WI meeting in most cases. During the WI meeting, SA2 group is requested to make a conclusion about which CR can be merged into super CR. Usually, there are two kinds of cases can be handled in Super CR process. In one case, many CRs of editorial changes can be included in a super CR. In another case, technical changes in a CR cause rest parts of TS need to be corrected respectively. Furthermore, rest parts need an additional CR to correct. As this result, a super CR needs to be generated by rapporteurs in the meeting. And the super CR will update until next SA plenary meeting according to the additional CR proposal which will update rest parts. The super CR should be “colourful CR” and will be discussed in SA2 closing plenary. If there still remain some objections or limited time to approve in the meeitng, the email approval action item is requested. In addition to that, SA2 also has drafting session to accelerate meeting discussion process. Super CR can also be produced in the drafting session, which is similar with SA1.
SA3 has similar situations with SA2 except that a super CR only includes normal CRs of Editorial changes.

Detailed proposal

According to the investigation on existing practices in SA1/SA2/SA3, follows are detailed proposal to SA5 to handle super CR and Shadow TS.

· The super CR can either be produced after drafting session or after WI meeing

· When a super CR produced by drafting session, rapporteurs need to initiate an email thread in SA5-OAM exploder to reserve drafting session time slot and propose the agenda for discussion. After the drafting session, rapporteurs need to reserve a new tdoc number from MCC to allocate the supper CR. The supper CR needs to identify specific company proposals with different change marks. The specific CRs included in super CR should be noted after super CR has been approved.

· When a super CR produced afer WI meeting, SA5 group need to make a conclusion about which CR can be included in a super CR. Rapporteurs are responsible to document the super CR for closing plenary approval. The supper CR needs to identify specific company proposals with different change marks.
