Rationale

It was already discussed and agreed when MDT is used it should be possible to do it based on subscription, e.g. on IMSI basis. One reason for this requirement was to allow operators to use special subscriptions or discounts to those who can participate in the MDT data collection as this can have some effect to the battery/memory usage of the user equipment. 

In case of area based MDT data collection all UEs can be selected by the RAN node, which can support MDT functionality and if device capability is given fulfils the required capability. During this kind of MDT data collection it is possible to collect data also from inbound roamers devices. However it is possible that the HPLMN operator may not want to involve their certain subscribers in any MDT data collection, but the HPLMN operator does not have any control on this activity while their subscribers are roaming in a VPLMN. 

The only possibility is if the devices used by the subscribers are configured so that in any roaming scenario the device should reply to the requested MDT device capabiity as MDT not supported.
