Rationale

ESM and COC have one thing in common. Both define a list of “untouchable” cells which should not be reconfigured according to the will of the network operator. 

The reasonable assumption is that the untouchable cells will be the same for ESM and COC. 

Reason: In both case it is about changing the configuration to take over coverage and load of a cell which is currently not supplying service. In ESM it is on purpose (save energy and the world climate), in COC it is a failure situation.
Additional benefit of having only one list “untouchable” cells. OAM is less complex.

4 Detailed proposal
It is proposed to use the same list of prohibited cells for COC and ESM. 

If this is agreed, then the attribute cocProhibitedList in IOC SONControl – see [3] - shall be renamed to ProhibitedList and the attribute description extended for the ES use case.

The decision shall also be captured in next version of the ES status document [2].
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
