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1. Overall Description:

In some IMS charging roaming scenarios (e.g. IMS roaming), the UE could cross different Time Zones or could be located in a Time Zone different from that of its home network. The UE’s local time information is significant to operators for charging and statistics purposes. 
While in the current SA5 IMS Charging TSs (32.260, 32.295,32.299, x??), the time stamp related information defined in the Charging Data Record (CDR) corresponding to Attribute Value Pair (AVP) “time-stamps” in thediameter ACcounting Request (ACR) message is in UTC format. 
This means that the UTC time and not the  the UE’s local time is obtained  from ACR/CCR and CDR. 
Since the local time is equal to the UTC time plus the Time Zone information, the MS Time Zone information is missing in IMS Charging from the SA5 perspective. 
SA5 knows that the MS Time Zone information should be derived from the Network Element e.g. P-CSCF. 
SA5 is aware that this issue is related to CT1's TS 24.229, and collaboration is needed.
SA5 thanks CT1 in advance for collaboration on this issue, and asks CT1  to check if  the above issueexists, and if yes, to correct it.
