In ITU-T, a definition is provided for Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC): “In a given network configuration, the capabilities that provide services and application to the end-user regardless of the fixed or mobile access technologies being used and independent of the user's location. In the NGN environment, it means providing NGN services to end-users regardless of the fixed or mobile access technologies being used.” (Rec. Y.2901)

TR32.833 addresses converged management i.e. “management of FMC networks and services”. So in this context it will be appropriate to introduce the definition of FMC as in ITU-T.

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

In ITU-T, a definition is provided for Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) which applies in general to references to FMC in this specification.
