Background
This document presents the agreed output of the TMF-3GPPSA5 Joint Work Group on model alignment, April 4‑6, 2011.

They are:

a) S5vTMFa110 FNM v1.2 

b) S5vTMFa111 Umbrella Model v1.2 

The meeting minutes is 

a) S5vTMFa103 Meeting minutes Model Alignment F2F Meeting (Budapest Apr, 2011)

Key points:

1. The key terms Federated Network Model (FNM) and Umbrella are retained.  New concepts/terms, such as Federated Information Model (FIM) are also agreed.  The following diagram illustrates how these various components fit with each other
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The FNM is composed of the Umbrella and other fragments (e.g. domain specific concrete models such as the 3GPP NRMs and MTOSIs, as shown in the above diagram).

The FIM is composed of the FNM and another fragment (name to be chosen).  There is no detail on this fragment yet other than it would include definition of eTOM processes, for example.  

The relations R0, R1, R2… are being defined at the moment.  The need for relations between Xyz and other fragments are to be defined.

2. The meeting did not discuss governance and working procedures of the entity responsible for Umbrella nor any other fragment identified in the figure above.  

3. The JWG on model alignment is expected to define the classes and patterns in Umbrella.  So far, the only classes proposed for inclusion in Umbrella are the few abstract classes extracted from 3GPP Generic NRM IRP.  We expect TMF would suggest inclusion of some ITU-T defined abstract classes, such as TerminationPoint, Trail, Connection for inclusion in Umbrella.

4. The group agreed that the Umbrella classes would be published in a) 3GPP SA5 stage 2 style and b) TMF style with model definition produced by RSM.  Future meeting may discuss ways to merge the two styles for the production of one ‘single’ specification for Umbrella classes.
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
