Decision/action requested

The issue whether the performance measurement should be done on both sides of the same message interaction is proposed to be discussed and clarified within the group.

Rationale
When we study the TSs relative to Performance measurements in 3GPP, including TS32.406, TS32.409, etc, we find a general issue, “shall we define PM just on one side or on both sides of the same message interaction between two different NEs?”
In actural network deployment, the relation between two different NEs is not 1:1 but mostly n:m, for example, regarding the IMS deployment  scenario, one AS may correspond to several HSS servers and one HSS may correspond to several AS servers. Therefore we couldn't conjecture AS's performance via the performance measurements at HSS even if there is the same interacting signaling between them. In another word, if we consern the PM of the NE itself, the performance measurement definition based on the same signalling interaction between two different NEs with deployment relation of n:m is proposed to be defined at both sides.
