Key points:
1. TMF maintained their previous stance that it would not be interested in reducing the number of SILOs for FMC NM (e.g. merge the functionalities of Alarm IRP with TMF current fault management protocols with the goal that both organization would publish and support one fault management protocol for the industry).  TMF would forge ahead to publish their new TIP_RAM (a result of their internal harmonization work on their multiple fault management protocols) 2Q 2011.  
2. TMF repeated their motivations for ‘rushing’ to publish TIP_RAM and need to abandon the goal for reduction of SILOs as:

· TMF have already started the plan to harmonize their own multiple fault management protocol prior to start of JWG FM alignment work;

· TMF have requirement/pressure from one operator to have TIP_RAM published as soon as possible.

3. The JWG focus is to identify the differences (in semantic and not syntactic levels) of Alarm IRP and the to-be-published TIP_RAM work.  See S5eTMF0110, FMH Living List version 2.

4. SA5 members are requested to evaluate the implication of the current JWG focus (which is not to reduce the number of SILOs but to produce competing SILOs).

5. Suggest SA5 to instruct JWG to include the findings of the 3GPP/SA5 FM harmonization study results in its Living document.
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
