1. Overall Description:

SA5 is happy to acknowledge the direction from SA that the Sy stage 3 specification should be owned by CT3.  It is SA’s expectation that CT3 and SA5 work together to progress the development of the Sy interface, and therefore SA5 is eager to collaborate with CT3. To assist with this cooperation SA5 proposes that it assumes a role of secondary responsibility for the Sy stage 3 specification and for this to be recorded in the CT3 WID on QoS Control Based on Subscriber Spending Limits which includes CT3 ownership of the Sy interface.
SA5 acknowledges CT3’s request to create a list of topics of mutual interest to be discussed between the two groups. SA5 will create a list as requested, and subsequently send it to CT3. SA5 would also like CT3 to create a similar list. SA5 agrees with CT3’s proposal to then assess the most appropriate way to proceed.
In addition, SA5 would like to draw the attention of CT3 to the following points:

· SA5 requests that CT3 does not undertake any work that would generate inconsistencies to other OCS interfaces and the corresponding rating classes as specified in TS 32.296.

· SA5 suggests that CT3 considers re-using the counter specific AVPs, which are already specified for Re interface, as part of the specification for Sy because these counter specific parameters relate to the same source.

· SA5 suggests that CT3 considers reusing the Re Diameter application, which is currently used for Rc interface , to specify Sy interface.
SA5 appreciates the offer from CT3 to answer any questions, and SA5 will revert to CT3 as questions arise. SA5 would also like to return this offer of answering any questions to CT3.
Finally, SA5 acknowledges CT3’s request to keep it informed regarding any changes that may impact upon the QoS Control Based on Subscriber Spending Limits covering the PCC related procedures and signalling flows (C3-111169) WID.
