So far this is defined by the SA level WID as being under SA WG5 responsibility although neither TSG CT nor its respective WGs have been considered in determining this allocation. A majority of companies believed that the protocol should be under the responsibility of CT WG3 based on the understanding that the protocol was a PCC protocol and driven by the PCRF and due to the Terms of Reference for CT WG3 being the owner of PCC Stage 3 specifications.

The opposing companies believed that the protocol should be OCS driven and therefore under SA WG5 responsibility. TSG CT agreed that TSG SA was the appropriate group to make this decision taking into account the scope of the Sy interface and the respective Terms of Reference of SA WG5 and CT WG3 working groups.
