1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT1 for their LS on Transit IOI scenarios (C1-112983) and the proposed Transit Use Cases. 

SA5 confirms that all use cases proposed by the LS from CT1 are required and need to be supported by 3GPP. Concerning Case 4 (CDIV), please note that the orig-ioi will not remain “home1” all the time because the forwarded leg of a call/session can be considered as a new originating call with a new orig-ioi value.

The transmission of the transit-ioi in the backward direction is needed to grant an end-to-end view for charging and the presence of all IOI values throughout all involved networks. 

Multiple transit-ioi values shall be also be supported since GSMA IPX shows the model of having multiple IPX providers, and all of these providers need to be identified by transit IOIs. 

Additionally, SA5 asks CT1 to define an appropriate IOI type for the Transit IOI in order to grant that all IOI values (i.e. originating, terminating and transit) are available as charging parameters throughout the chain.
