ZTE: Why we need a statement for RRC measurements saying applicable to CA, by default without this statement it is also true that the measurements are applicable to CA.

NSN: We need a statement somewhere like general statement in the head of the section anyway to state the measurements are applicable to CA, because some existing measurements will not be directly applicable to CA anymore, for example the E-RAB related measurements. Otherwise like R10 32.425, lack of such statement, which measurements are applicable to CA is an open issue.

NSN: Suggest firstly to settle down the documentation style, i.e., where to put the statement, suggesting 4 options:

1) Add a general statement in Section 4 and/or Annex A

2) Add specific statement for each section

3) Only add the constraints to the sections which are not applicable to CA

4) Combination of 1) and 3)

E///: Agree with 4).

No objections received to option 4), so the option 4) is agreed. And a new CR is needed, the number is S5-113185.

Following this option 4), the S5-112971 to S5-112977 will not be needed and the content will be captured by this new CR S5-113185.
HUAWEI: why to add the constraints that the RRC measurements will be only done at the cell supporting Pcell functionality?

NSN: By the advice from RAN colleague, it is probable to have some cell only supporting Scell functionality without Pcell functionality, this cell is only to provide the bandwidth, in this case no need to count the RRCs in such cells as they will be also Zero.

HUAWEI: need to check internally if there is such case, and if so suggest to define NRM first and then define the measurements.

NSN: such characters about supporting Pcell/SCell may be just some attributes in the EUtranGenericCell IOC, so the EUtranGenericCell IOC will be still used for CA, from IOC level which the measurements are defined for, we can discuss if the measurements based on the EUtranGenericCell IOC without finishing the NRM.

OAM Chairman: what’s wrong of the sentence?

E///: it may be redundant as if IRPManager does not to have the “0” value, it can remove it in the measurement job.

NSN: we cannot couple the measurements with PMIRP, the PM measurements needs to be reported even without PMIRP, and using PMIRP is too complex to do this.

E///: The intention is to count the handover only to the neighbor relation which the target cell is Pcell?
NSN: Yes, to make the handover counters accurate in CA, as the target Scells will not impact the handover success/failure.

E///: the SCell success/failure are useful too even though the handover is successful though no impact to the handover success rate.

NSN: Agree the SCell switch performance are valuable for CA, but they should be done by separate measurements other than the existing handover measurements.

ZTE: why we need to limit this, the handover to Scell can also reflect the handover performance on the measured EUtranRelation.
NSN: as said before, handover to the target Scell will not impact the handover success/failure which the measurements are, because the success/failure totally depends on the success/failure of the target PCell. It will impact the handover performance like QoS but not the mobility.

ZTE: may just need to make some constraints at the trigger points rather than the statement at the section.
NSN: Fine to add the constraints to the trigger points too, will try to revise to next meeting.
