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Introduction
IWLAN-OAM WI [1] is intended to provide the network management solution for supporting 3GPP –  WLAN interworking that has been specified since Release 7 [2]. Since IWLAN-OAM is to support 3GPP – WLAN interworking, its scope should include both 3GPP NEs and WLAN. However, IWLAN-OAM WID only focuses on 3GPP NEs (e.g. WAG, PDG, 3GPP AAA server/proxy and HA). This is understandable, as WLAN is outside the scope of 3GPP.
However, it is essential that WLAN management is included in IWLAN-OAM WI to insure 3GPP NEs and WLAN are interoperable.  WLAN management may need to be integrated into the 3GPP network management platform that can not only improve OAM efficiency, but reduce the CAPEX for operators.
Wi-Fi Alliance has formed a Wireless Network Management (WNM) Marketing Task Group (MTG) to start the WNM O&T certification program. The objective of WNM O&T certification program is to provide an industry-wide standards-based set of operations and troubleshooting capabilities that enable greater interoperability and deployment across devices. WNM MTG has defined the marketing requirements for O&T certification program [3] that includes capabilities, such as diagnostic, event report, link performance measurement, and station statistics. 
It is proposed that SA5 should engage with Wi-Fi Alliance on the WLAN network management on the following tasks:

· Jointly development of WLAN network management requirements that insure all Wi-Fi Alliance certified devices can interoperate with 3GPP networks.
· Alignment of WLAN management solution set. The solution set of WLAN management in Wi-Fi Alliance is based on IEEE 802.11v [4]. This is to insure WLAN management can be integrated with 3GPP network management platform.
