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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS R2-114807 identifying the two cases of MDT in a RAN sharing environment where security requirements could be violated. SA5 conducted an internal discussion on this topic and came to the following agreements:
· The data controller user privacy requirement outlined in the SA3 LS S3-101401/S3-101422 shall be satisfied. SA5 introduced the corresponding requirements in TS 32.421 (see S5-113190 and S5-113-191).
· The UE selection procedures shall take into consideration the PLMN where TCE resides and compare it to the PLMN for which the user consent is available. For Rel-10 the PLMN where TCE resides is restricted to be equal to the Trace PLMN (PLMN portion of the Trace Reference), the PLMN where user consent is available is assumed to be equal to the UE’s rPLMN (see S5-113192 and S5-113193).
· The MDT data retrieval procedures shall take into consideration the PLMN where TCE resides and compare it to the PLMN for which the MDT data has been collected. For Rel-10 the PLMN where TCE resides is restricted to the eNodeB/RNC primary PLMN and the PLMN where MDT data has been collected is assumed to be equal to the UE’s rPLMN (see S5-113215 and S5-113216).
SA5 is planning to discuss the RAN sharing scenarios for Rel-11 and decide whether the TCE PLMN restrictions mentioned above could be relaxed in the context of Rel-11 to allow multiple TCE PLMNs.
