It is proposed to discuss the progress of Network Provided Location Information for IMS.

Rationale

The progress of Network Provided Location Information for IMS in SA5 is dependent on the progress in SA2 and CT. The objective of this proposal is to investigate the current research progress and impact.

Detailed proposal

SA2 began to study the Network Provided Location Information (NPLI) from SA#48, and now completed 75%. Outstanding issues including:
· Network Provided Location Information is defined. The information provided by the network. Specifically, this can be the Cell Global Identity (CGI), CSG Identity (CSGID), Geographical Identifier (GI) and/or PLMN ID, depending on the type of access network that the UE is camped on and on the level of granularity that is provided. Based on operator policy and/or roaming agreement, local time of visited network is included.

· Some scenarios and architectures for Network Provided Location Information are introduced.
· The PCC based approache for session based location reporting in TR 23.842[1] are ahead of other solutions.
There are a few issues that may make SA5 work can not advance:
· It is FFS which IMS functional entities are required to include the NPLI in the CDR and for which events in TR 23.842.
· It is not defined that PCRF should report the NPLI to AF in TS23.203.
· It is not defined the NPLI related PCC procedure and AVP over Rx reference point in TS29.214.
· It is not defined how the NPLI transferred in IMS and which IMS functional entities can get it in TS24.229.
· There is no Work Item established in CT.

Based on above, it would be useful for SA5 to know the time schedule of the resolution of above issues and to collaborate with SA2 in studying of which IMS functional entities are required to include the NPLI in the CDR. In addition, if SA5 progress will be affected by CT, the time scale of theWork Item may be affected.
