Sy Reference Point Required Functionalities 

The following functionalities of OCS apply with respect to the Sy Reference Point.
· OCS will potentially count the Counter as the spending information in a configurable period by operator, as per a specific CountId. The start/stop of counting of Counter information is configurable by operator and doesn’t depend on whether the Sy session is set up
· OCS is configurable for operator to set condition to send Counter status notification toward PCRF per the threshold of counter pertaining to one CounterId
· OCS is able to receive subscription of PCRF to set local condition of sending Counter Status information.
· Counter status monitoring. After Sy session is setup, OCS will monitor the Counter status pertaining to the CounterId and Subscription-Id. Upon the condition is satisfied, OCS will send the notification of counter status toward PCRF for policy control purpose.
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
