Discussion and decision of way defining the handover related measurements for CA.
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Rationale

The handover measurements, which are defined in TS 32.425 [1], use RRC messages as trigger points for handover measurement. For example, “transmission of the RRCConnection reconfiguration message to UE triggering the intra-RAT handover” is the trigger point in clause “4.3.1.3.1 Attempted outgoing handovers per handover cause” in TS 32.425.
For handover, the RRCConnectionReconfiguration includes the mobilityControlInfo, in this situation the UE shall start synchronising to the DL of the target PCell and if the received RRCConnectionReconfiguration includes the sCellToReleaseList or sCellToAddModList, the UE shall perform SCell release or SCell addition or modification. 

From eNB point of view, the existing handover related performance measurements in TS 32.425 are counted naturally ONLY for PCell in case of CA is supported by eNB no matter we add statement about PCell or not. This was discussed in S5-113642 [2] which was noted due to the group decided to wait for one more meeting for final decision. 
CA occurs among the cells within eNB. And eNB may choose zero or more SCells for each attached UE independently. For example, supposing one eNB has three cells (Cell A/B/C), the eNB may choose Cell A as PCell and Cell B as SCell for one attached UE, meanwhile the eNB may choose Cell B as PCell and Cell A/C as SCells for another attached UE.
From OAM PM point of view, when the operator assigns handover related PM jobs for eNBs and/or cells, he/she cannot and does not to know which cells would be PCells or SCells since the CA configuration is a decision made only by eNB itself. And according to RAN specs, only PCells will be counted in handover related measurements by eNB.
Therefore, adding a statement for CA (counted only for PCell) in existing handover related measurements in TS 32.425 is useless and redundant.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to NOT add statement (similar as “counted only for PCell”) for CA in existing handover related measurements in TS 32.425.
