Requirements 

The following general and high-level requirements apply for the present IRP:

A. IRP-related requirements in 3GPP TS 32.101 [2].

B. IRP-related requirements in 3GPP TS 32.102 [3].

C. IRP-related requirements in 3GPP TS 32.600 [4].

In addition to the above, the following more specific requirements apply:
REQ-EPC_WLAN-CON-001    The Network Resource Model defined by this IRP shall contain ePDG specific IOCs and related definitions. This requirement should be satisfied when the S2b architecture is implemented.  
REQ-EPC_WLAN-CON-002    The NRM specified by this IRP shall be able to view configuration information of the PDG entity. This requirement should be satisfied when the S2b architecture is implemented.. More detailed information is as follows:
· Shall allow for the viewing of basic configuration information including unique identification, user name, etc.

· Shall allow for the viewing of network configuration information including IP address, etc.

· Shall allow for the viewing of service related configuration information, for example the supported maximum number of sessions and supported maximum number of packets to be forwarded, etc.
