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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks GSMA CPWP group for the Liaison statement on further VoLTE charging requirements.

SA5 has verified your requirements and would like to send you the following comments:

1. Other Party identity

· Transparency regarding changes of the other party identity in mobile originated calls: 
SA5 agrees that this is an important requirement to capture the final destination set-up by the HPLMN. This information needs to be added to the CDR information created by the VPLMN in conjunction with the Transit & Roaming Function after the loop back. This will be considered by SA5 (see attached CR to 3GPP TS 32.240). 
If needed the originally dialled number is available in the P-CSCF.

· Support for E.164 representation of the other party identity: The existing IMS charging standards already provide the possibility to populate Calling Party Address and Called Party Address either with the SIP URI or the TEL URI. 

· Originating Identification Presentation/Restriction, as specified in 3GPP TS 24.607, may already be reflected as service-specific information within MMTEL charging (see 3GPP TS 32.275). 
However, it is up to a billing system to prevent that the calling party’s identity is shown in call detail information presented to the called subscriber. Inter-operator Accounting and Billing processes are out of scope of SA5.


2. Emergency call identification:

When the UE dials a normal call which is recognized as emergency call in the network, there are two possible handlings: 

· Reject the call and ask the UE to establish an emergency call. In this case, related CDRs are created by the E-CSCF. 


· Complete the call towards the emergency service as a normal call. In this case the call indeed is handled by the MMTEL AS and should be marked as emergency call for further processing.


As a result, SA5 needs some guidance how to handle emergency calls in a VoLTE environment. 
3. Specific questions / requirements regarding SMS:

The existing IMS charging standards offer the following charging information with regards to SMS and other messaging services:
· IMS communication service identifiers (ICSI) dedicated values already exist for differentiation between SMS and OMA messaging.
2. Actions:

To GSMA CPWP group, 3GPP SA2 group.

ACTION: 
· SA5 asks GSMA CPWP group to take the above mentioned comments into consideration and which emergency-related charging information is needed for TAP.
· SA5 asks SA2 for some guidance how to handle emergency calls in a VoLTE environment.
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
