The Study on of Heterogeneous Networks Management [1] does not have a description of On Demand Management. This is an important building block of a solution and should therefore be described.

Detailed proposal
It is proposed to add the following text to 32.835 v0.0.3 [1]

On demand Management

In a traditionally-managed network, all of the nodes push data to the management system. This data may be alarm notifications or performance measurements.

In large networks, it is not practical to receive the same amount of data from each node. Therefore, some nodes may be instructed not to push data to the management system. Instead, the management system pulls data as necessary.
The 3GPP Alarm IRP allows the management system to avoid the use of notifications. The management system may read the current alarm list from the node on demand.

The 3GPP Performance Management IRP allows the management system to enable and disable the sending of measurements from the node. There is no mechanism in the 3GPP Performance Management IRP to fetch the measurements from the node.
