Recommended new JWG projects:

1. Converged Management Model Alignment (Phase 2):
· Considering NGCOR phase 1 requirements & developing topic related standards solutions

· UIM enhancements on common objects and enhancements re Model Patterns
· Address UIM Inventory definitions (in accordance with NGCOR, 3GPP & TMF requirements)

· Consideration of CM use case(s) based on 32.833
· Meta Data for converged operations 

· Modeling of converged operations

· Tools and testing
· Others tbd
· Pros:

· Continuation of Phase 1, based on established working relationships
· Forum to adress related NGCOR model requirements industry-wide, together with NGMN, 3GPP & TMF
· Cons/Concerns:

· Cross-organizational development difficult at times

2. Converged Management PM Interface IS definitions

· Based on potential NGCOR phase 2 requirements input (early cross-interactions suggested)
· Based on solutions from 3GPP & TMF (consideration of 32.831, TMF Integration Program Performance Management project charter v0.3 - TIP solution not available yet)
· Addressing  (in that priority order): (1) measurement template, (2) measurement file format, (3) measurement file reporting interface, (4) measurement job & threshold administration
· Others tbd
· Pros:

· Development of common PM interface solutions based on NGCOR requirements

· Early interactions with NGCOR requirments development

· Influening the future TMF TIP solution before such a solution has been developed (lessons learned from FM joint activity)

· Potential to go beyond IS level for some aspects (e.g. measurement file format)
· Cons/Concerns:

· Cross-organizational development difficult at times

· TMF may still push for separate solution even if such has just started to be planned

· TMF may focus only on a limited scope (lessons learned from FM joint activity)
3. Converged Management Alarm Interface IS

· Considering NGCOR phase 1 requirements & developing related standards solutions
· Based on 3GPP Alarm IRP & TIP RAM 
· Address threshold crossing alarm reporting
· Others tbd
· Pros:

· Continuation of FM harmonization, based on established working relationships
· Documenting/specifying all common definitions, while also providing specifications for differences (Phase 1 only documents differences)
· Cons/Concerns:

· Limited value given NGCOR published requirments (probably focus should be only on NGCOR, others aspects may be irrelevant)
· Related functionalities like notification subscription/format, log, heartbeat, etc. are currently not addressed, but they are essential to satisfy NGCOR requirements
· Modeling operations not yet agreed across involved organizations
· TMF may continue to focus only on a limited scope (lessons learned from FM joint activity)
