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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 for their liaison statement of RAVEL charging principles (S2-121206/S5-120357) and would like to provide the following clarifications.

IMS Service identification in VPLMN

As the question has been asked in the context of the RAVEL work item, SA2 understand that the question pertains only to the identification of MMTEL service as defined in TS 22.173 referred to in GSMA as VoLTE.
It is SA2 opinion that the ICSI and (the recently specified) ICSI sub classes are a suitable means available in the VPLMN to identify an MMTEL session instance. 

Nodes which may implement the TRF function

As the TRF has been specified as a logical entity, SA2 has intentionally avoided prescribing which node should implement such functionality as not to restrict the scope of the work in the Stage 3. 

This is in line with what has been previously done for transit functions as well as for other logical nodes (e.g. the ATCF).

Please note that TR 23.850 identifies a number of network nodes that are considered by SA2 suitable candidates for the placement of the TRF.
