Rationale

During 82 meeting, the group agreed a new SON Coordination use case - coordination use case among CCO, COC and ESM. For CCO and ESM, they may use the centralized architecture. For the coordination among the NMS centralized SON function/s and other SON functions, no matter using case by case solution or common solution, a NMS level coordination function is needed. This NMS level coordination function can be a separate function module (e.g. included in the SON Monitoring and Management Function) or be a part of a NMS level SON function. To complete the coordination, the NMS level coordination function needs to collect the latest SON function states of related cells. For example, in the coordination use case among CCO, COC and ESM, when the ESM function wants to change the parameter of one cell,  the NMS level coordination function needs to check whether the same parameter of the same cell has been changed by another SON function. If yes, in the meanwhile, the NMS level coordination function will collect the information of this executed SON operation to this parameter, e.g. the name of the SON function, the time of the execution of the SON operation, the previous value of this parameter, the current value of this parameter, etc.
So, we propose to add a requirement that:

The IRPAgent should provide a capability allowing the IRPManager to retrieve the latest SON opeartion states of one specific cell.
