To discuss and agree with the proposals.
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Rationale

Last meeting, the group agreed the solution of time period during which ES is not allowed to fulfil the following requirement:
REQ-DIES-FUN-10 The IRPAgent should support a capability allowing the IRPManager to configure the time period during which inter-RAT energy saving is allowed. (See [3])
But actually, the agreed solotion can only partially fulfil the requirement, because it can only define the time period which is repeated weekly. It is difficult to define a specific time period in a particular day using this solution. The operator cannot make a long term plan using this solution. 
For example, let’s suppose there will be a big event from 8PM to 11PM, Friday, 31 August 2012. The operator cannot set the time period until the time is later than 11PM, Friday, 24 August 2012, otherwise ES will be incorrectly not allowed during the time period 8PM-11PM, Friday, 24 August 2012, that’s not the original intention of the operator. On the other hand, operator has to delete this time period before 8PM, Friday, 7 September 2012, otherwise, ES will be incorrectly not allowed again during the time period 8PM-11PM, Friday, 7 September 2012.
Meanwhile, there are many holidays every year, during which the ES policies are different from usual policies. It will be much more convenient if the operator has the ability to make a long term plan of the ES policies for these holidays.

Detailed proposal

We propose to enhance the current solution to support making long term plan of ES policies.
