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1. Overall Description:

For historical reasons, there are many occurrences of the term “3G” in SA5 specifications, such as “3G”, “3G network”, and “3G system” (see for example TS 32.101). SA5 plans to update the term “3G” in relevant SA5 specifications. Considering the management of LTE, LTE-A, future RAT and Converged Networks, SA5 thinks it would be better to use a generic, technical-neutral term such as “telecommunication system” or “3GPP system” (depending on specific case) to replace the term “3G” and let the reader work out what it applies to, notably from the information included in the Scope clause of the SA5 specification.
Note that 3GPP TR 21.905 includes a definition of term “3GPP system”, which is not up-to-date since it is currently only including two RATs (GERAN and UTRAN).
2. Actions:

SA5 asks SA1 to update the definition of term “3GPP system” in TR 21.905 to reflect the latest situation in 3GPP.
