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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT1 for their LS on “Response LS on Inter-Operator-Identifier (IOI) for RAVEL”. SA5 understands that CT1 is requesting guidance on the use of IOI on the leg from the originating home PLMN to the originating visited PLMN.
SA5 understands that CT1 requests answers to the following questions:

1. Whether the S-CSCF needs to include an IOI in the INVITE request for accounting resolution.

2. If an IOI needs to be included in the INVITE request from the S-CSCF to the TRF, what type of IOI would be appropriate for that usage.

1.1 IOI from Originating Home Network to Originating Visited Network for VPLMN Routing
SA5 has determined that reliance on any previous exchange of IOI information is not sufficient for the INVITE request from the S-CSCF to the TRF. The route travelled by the INVITE at this time may be different than that travelled by the original REGISTER message. As a result, it is necessary for the INVITE to include an originating IOI and for transit networks to include appropriate transit IOI values. The TRF must also, therefore, provide a terminating IOI in response to complete the required IOI pairing.

1.2 IOI Type for Originating Home Network to Originating Visited Network for VPLMN Routing
In order to adequately reflect the business relationship from the originating home PLMN and the originating visited PLMN for this routing scenario, the originating IOI should include a Type 1 IOI for the originating home network.

1.3 IOI Between Visited and Home Networks for IMS Roaming
In addition to the above answers, SA5 would also like to clarify that the current procedures described in TS 24.229 and summarized in the LS do not meet the requirements for IOI for inter network correlation as defined in TS 32.240. CT1 has noted that an IOI type 1 has been exchanged for account resolution between the originating visited PLMN and the originating home PLMN during registration. This exchange is not sufficient to be used for any other SIP messaging. Subsequent SIP requests may involve different transit networks and must be accompanied by their own IOI type 1 exchange between visited and home networks on both the originating and terminating portions of the signalling path.

SA5 kindly asks CT1 to incorporate the above requirements for population of Type 1 IOIs on all SIP signalling legs between home and visited networks into the procedures for IMS roaming.
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
