	Step 1 (*) (M|O)
	[PC1] The eNB finds the correct VLAN to start communicating on.
[PC2] The eNB acquires its IP address via DHCP server.

[PC3] The eNB acquires the IP address of SecGW, IP address of CA and the IP address of OAM via DHCP server. 
NOTE: The DHCP server can provide to the eNB its corresponding OAM IP address though the vendor specific information. 

[PC4] The eNB gets certification verified from CA.

[PC5] The eNB sets up security tunnel to SecGW using the IP address to protect the operator's network.

[PC6] The eNB gets connected with the OAM by using its own IP address and its corresponding OAM IP address.
