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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has identified a misalignment between SA5 and RAN3 specifications in UMTS Rel-10.  According to TS 32.422 section 5.10.5, the Report Interval parameter is enumerated type with the following values in case of UMTS: 
250 ms (0), 500 ms (1), 1000 ms (2), 2000 ms (3), 3000 ms (4), 4000 ms (5), 6000 ms (6), 8000 ms (7), 12000 ms (8), 16000 ms (9), 20000 ms (10), 24000 ms (11), 28000 ms (12), 32000 ms (13), 64000 ms (14)
For Rel-10, RANAP does not support the 8000 ms and 28000 ms values.  It is RAN3’s understanding that this means Report Interval values of 8000 ms and 28000 ms cannot be used for signalling-based Immediate MDT in Rel-10.
For Rel-11, RANAP has been modified to support the two missing values.  Therefore, all of the Report Interval values (including 8000 ms and 28000 ms) can be used for signalling-based Immediate MDT in Rel-11.
