Rationale

In the current standard, there is no mechanism to know how many new found NRs have finally been included into the NR table successfully. Normally the vendor specific ANR algorithm will analyze the new NR reported by UE and decide whether the new NR is a valid NR. But it’s very useful for operators to know in which deployment scenarios that NR can or can not be recognized as valid NRs, and also whether the valid NR can be finally put into the NR table.
For example, a UE found 20 new NRs, ANR recognized that 5 of them are valid NRs considering of various deployment scenarios, and when 5 NRs are put into the NR table, 3 of them are failed because the NR table has reached the maximum size. In another scenario, ANR algorithm may decide to remove the old NRs to include the new NR, in this case, all the ANR selected valid NR will be put into NR table successfully.





We propose to discuss:

1. Standardize new counters to represent “number of new NR reported by UE” and “number of new NR recognized by ANR” on cell basis.

2. Standardize the “common standardized reason” which could be used to identify valid NR.
