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32.851 Study of OAM aspects of Network Sharing
1. Overall Description:

During the study of OAM aspects of Network Sharing, there is no consensus on which PLMNs the user consent apply for, whether the user consent is valid for the registered PLMN or for Home operator’s PLMN(s).
The registered PLMN is defined in 3GPP TR 21.905. 

SA5 has understood that the user consent is valid for one operator but not for any another operator. Please confirm whether the SA5 understanding is correct.

SA5 therefore asks for advice on which basis that the user consent is valid for. 
Example on scenarios where SA5 would like to have advice are:

1. Two operators are sharing a radio access network. The radio network is connected to both operators’ core network. The radio network supports both PLMNs of the each operators.

2. One operator has different PLMNs in one country.

3. One operator has different PLMNs in several countries.

4. Any registered PLMN.
