2. Previous report

The report of the last meeting (2012-09-26) was agreed without further comments.

3. Action items

We went through and updated the current action items from last meeting: 
1. Thomas: Forward the output of 3GPP and TMF JWG to SG2 (mainly the UML Repertoire and IS Template) before the end of 2012. Done - closed
2. Zhili: Inform 3GPP about the SG2 decision on the output of JWG. Done - closed
3. Zhili: Inform 3GPP about the proposed changes in X.782, regarding referencing the corresponding 3GPP specifications. Done - closed
4. Status report

4.1 ITU-T SG2
Zhili: The last SG2 meeting (Jan 22-31) was just finished. A new study period has just started, with a new organization. WP2 remains with three questions, but a new structure inside the groups. Q7 will be the new resp. group for methodology issues, as well as management interface, information models etc.

Result of the SG2 meeting:

SG2 received and reviewed the latest LS from SA5 re: X.782 and Q.818. SG2 agreed to modify the discussed documents in order to take SA5’s comments into account. X.782 and Q.818 have thus been slightly modified with two corrigenda including references to the relevant 3GPP specifications. SG2 has sent an LS to SA5 showing the result. 
Zhili also informed SG2 about SA5’s new UML Repertoire for Converged management, and the JWG meeting in Beijing July 2012, as well as the phase 1 JWG output results in SA5. Some of this result was reviewed at the meeting, but SG2 needs more time to review everything (in particular the new UML repertoire). SG2 decided not to update M.3020 based on the phase 1 results, but to wait until phase 2 is ready and then try to align M.3020 with the SA5 methodology at that point in time.
M.3020 is published in the 2011/07 version. Minor comments received after that are kept for future updates.
4.2 3GPP SA5

Thomas: 
Meeting SA5#87 held in Malta, 14-18 Jan. Of special interest for methodology: All the phase 1 JWG work (for converged management) results were approved or sent for email approval, the latter in the phase of being finalized this week. Everything will be sent for TSG SA approval next week. The remaining phase 1 work is two CRs planned for the next meeting (SA5#88 in Qingdao, 15-19 April): One CR to complete the last NRM, and one CR to complete the UML repertoire with the JWG-agreed updates.

Phase 2 JWGs (in the Multi-SDO project) have started and continue as planned, in particular at the F2F JWG meeting in Vienna 6-8 March, with the two current JWGs being Converged PM and Modeling Alignment.
5. Any Other Business
For future work: 

Zhili asked which documents are relevant for ITU-T SG2 to review, for the phase 2 converged JWG work in SA5 and the Multi-SDO project. Thomas presented an overview of this:
· 3GPP TS 32.103 (Integration Reference Point (IRP) overview and usage guide) - shows an overview of all SA5 specifications including the new 28-series NRMs created for converged management
· 3GPP TS 32.156 (Fixed Mobile Convergence (FMC) Model repertoire)
· 3GPP TS 32.157 (Integration Reference Point (IRP) Information Service (IS))
