Other issues

S5-130893 ,S5-130894 , S5-130895 and S5-130896(China Mobile) are overlapping. The references and section 3.1 are duplicated and there are different sections with the same numbering.

The reference below is exactly the same in all four CRs, no need to repeat that information:

With regards to the new section 6,  please follow CR drafting rules:

When creating new sections, do not put the number but follow the clause numbering with X,Y.Z,...to avoid possible clashes with other CRs. In this cases the CRs clash with each other and it is not clear for MCC how to implement it:
Section 6 should be Section X

Then, the following subclauses should be named X.1, X.2,X.3...so MCC knows the order in which the clauses have to be implemented. It is up to MCC to name the clauses (in this case 6 if there is no other CR affecting this section).

Same case with A18, it is repeated throughout all CRs. It should be renamed A.X, then MCC adds the corresponding number when implementing.

S5-130943 (Huawei) hasn't marked the "Proposed change affects" field

S5-130966 (Huawei) has a comment in Fig 4.3.1. Besides, the figure is not visible in Normal/Draft Mode.

S5-130884 (At&T) has possibly the wrong category. It says A but it's a mirror of which CR? Maybe it is B?

S5-130981(Ericsson): The template is from the Qingdao meeting. The "Clauses affected" field is also wrong.

S5-130929 (Huawei): This CR was withdrawn in SA5#88. In principle, CR numbers from documents that have been withdrawn cannot be used again.Since there are two meetings before the next SA Plenary the status of the previous Cr can be changed to "revised" in the database,, but the CR cover must have "1" in the rev field. When revising this document please change to "2" in the rev field.
