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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank GSMA RCPG for their LS (RCPG 09_005/S5-131148) on population of the destination address in VoLTE related charging information, asking for guidance regarding the population of the destination address fields on the IMS charging information.
SA5 has discussed the LS during their SA5#90 SWG Charging meeting, and can confirm the following 3GPP TS 32.260 current description: 

· the “Called Party Address” field contains the destination to which the call was actually routed (i.e the SIP URI or TEL URI contained in the Request-URI of the outgoing request) whilst:
· the “Requested Party Address” field contains the address requested by the user when setting up the call (i.e. the SIP URI or TEL URI contained in the Request-URI of the incoming request). 
This is applicable to a mobile originated call set-up by a roaming user for which the call is routed to the user’s HPLMN, allowing the end-user charging for the mobile originated call, to rely on the “Called Party Address”. 
Currently, the SIP Route Header information is not captured, since this information is considered to be only for routing purpose.
