 - E//: it seems to me that CMCC has updated the WID according to the previous comments from DT… my question is to VF and DT - is the new version acceptable to you?

 - OAM Chair: CMCC will present the WID and specific comments may be taken there

 - NSN: question for clarification about the last paragraph of the rationale section (NGMN requirements).

 - E//: stating that the new Itf-N will satisfy all the NGMN requirements is a bit overpromising and misleading (some of the requirements are not related to Itf-N at all).
