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1. Overall Description:

During SA5#92 Charging SWG meeting, SA5 has discussed the TS 23.203 PCC architecture for roaming with PCEF in visited network (local breakout) for supporting Online Charging interface, i.e Gy reference point.

From this discussion, based on attached S5-132031, SA5 has concluded that both network topology hiding and security mechanisms are required to be supported by PMN-Edges, in order to ensure proper inter-PMN signalling for online charging purposes (i.e Gy) in LTE Roaming LBO.

SA5 believes these generic functionalities already considered for other inter-PLMN Diameter Interfaces on which these requirements apply as well (fulfilled e.g through use of generic “ Diameter Edge Agent （DEA) / Security Gateway”), can also be used for Gy, but have no impacts on Functional Architecture Description.

SA5 would like to inform SA2 that since no inter-PLMN specific “charging behaviour” nor dedicated “visited OCS functions” are specified in SA5, the  “OCS proxy” referred-to under following statement in TS 23.203 chapter 5.2.4 part of Gy Reference Point description:   
“For a visited access, the VPLMN may use an OCS proxy between the PCEF and the OCS.”
