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1. Overall Description:

During SA5#92 Charging SWG meeting, SA5 has discussed the TS 23.203 PCC architecture for roaming with PCEF in visited network (local breakout) for supporting Online Charging interface, i.e. Gy reference point.

Based on attached S5-132031 discussion paper, SA5 is considering both network topology hiding and security mechanisms to be supported by PMN-Edges, in order to ensure proper inter-PLMN signalling for online charging purposes (i.e. Gy/Gyn) in LTE Roaming LBO. 

SA5 would like SA3 to provide guidance for securing Gy/Gyn Diameter messages between PLMNs, especially to confirm whether 3GPP TS 33.210 Security Gateway, providing Network Domain Security for IP (NDS/IP), as already specified for S9, S6a and S6d Reference Points in GSMA IR.88: "LTE Roaming Guidelines ", can be used.
