Discussion on the title and Scope clause of the document. 

The TR is supposed to be umbrella for several D-SON functions while the WID is limited to MLB. 

Ericsson requested that it’s to be documented in the TR. NSN proposed to do it in the Scope clause. Mirko checked with the ETSI Comptence Center and confirmed that the TR can be umbrella for several WIDs; in this case the Scope claus can be and must be modified. 

In view of this, the structure of the document was discussed; the decision was to have a separate clause for every D-SON function, starting from clause 4 for MLB.

It was agreed to reduce the set of headings to just Background, Use Cases and Recommendations.

The document has been presented and discussed.

Question from Ericsson of possible share of mobiles that can be nanded over to neighbour cells as a part of the procedure. Response from Cisco: selection of UEs for move and execution of the procedure is still on D-SON MLB; in MLB can be e.g. 10% of such mobiles that can be handed over.

Comment from NSN regarding the proposed Use Case: CAC (Composite Available Capacity) feature can resolve the problem of local visibility for the D-SON MLN. Cisco disagreed and suggested to take the CAC discussion offline.

Huawei commented that eNB3 can act in favour of eNB1.

NEC asked if it’s assumed that the central entity can do admission control or LB actions; Cisco confirmed that there was no such statement. Final decisions on LB and admission control remain responsibility of the eNB.
