The objective of this document is to study the fesibility of allowing a 3GPP OAM system to monitor the performance measurements and alarms of WLAN AP that are definded outside of 3GPP. The following use cases are created to study the impacts to the Type-2 interface in supporting the above objective:
· WLAN performance monitoring 
· WLAN alarm reporting
· WLAN alarm retrieval
The study concludes that it is technically possible for a 3GPP OAM system to manage the WLAN NE through the mapping function that is responsible for mapping the network management data exchanged over the Type-2 interface to the network management data of WLAN AP.
