Subject: Reply to 3GPP/SA5 Liaison Questions Regarding Performance Measurements Architecture
The Broadband Forum thanks 3GPP/SA5 for its interest in WT-304, and for the questions posed in SA5 liaison S5-132247 dated November 30, 2013. We apologize for this delayed response as we have not reconvened since the week of November 18, however we hope the answers below will provide guidance in time to be useful at your January 20 meeting in Guangzhou, China. 
In order to clarify some of the questions and answers below, we copy the following figure from previous liaisons.
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1. Will any of the BBF planned interfaces carry the performance measurements (counters) currently specified jointly by 3GPP/SA5 and BBF? 

WT-304 specifies service attributes and an operational framework designed to facilitate performance measurements. The performance measurements currently specified for femtocells in TR-196 are within the scope of the WT-304 operational framework. While we expect to reference TR-196 metrics within WT-304, we do not anticipate that any changes to the TR-196 metrics will be required.
2. Will BBF define new performance measurements (counters) which are not those currently specified jointly by 3GPP/SA5 and BBF?

WT-304 is expected to reference performance metrics specified in other standards, including for example metrics specified within standards from IETF, ITU-T and MEF in addition to those specified jointly by 3GPP/SA5 and BBF. 
3. Will the 3GPP/SA5 and BBF jointly developed interfaces/protocols be reused in any of the planned interfaces?

WT-304 will reference TR-196 and TR-262 as appropriate with regard to femtocell services. 
4. Does BBF have a plan to standardize a protocol/interface or recommend a known standard protocol/interface to transfer data out of the Data Collector (DC)? We understood interface-4 (of the diagram above) is for transfer of data to the DC.

5. What is BBF’s time frame of the announcement of the availability of specifications for interface-1, 2, 3 and 4 (of the diagram above)?

We expect to complete WT-304, and related efforts regarding the use of TR-069, in the second half of 2014.
6. Are the Management Server, Measurement Controller and Data Collector are three separate logical functions?

Yes.
